Welcome to Woodford Golf Club

approaching the 4" green

In this information pack you will find information about the club and its facilities; about the
course; and about the membership schemes currently available.

We look forward to welcoming you to Woodford Golf Club — contact information and details of
how to find us are included in this pack.
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Woodford Golf Club is one of the oldest clubs in Essex and a founder member of the Essex
Golf Union. We are a 9 hole course set in Epping Forest land but within easy reach of the
M11 and North Circular, as well as close to underground and overground rail services.

The course was designed by Tom Dunn, a working colleague of the world-famous golf course
architect Harry S. Colt, and constructed in 1890 as a “links in the forest”. With its tree-lined
fairways and excellent undulating greens, it is ideal for golfers whose time is limited and who
are unable to play the full 18 holes every time.
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It is especially good for those long summer evenings, when it is possible to play 9 holes (or
more) if teeing off after 6pm. It is also possible to play just 4 or 5 holes without a long walk in
between holes if time is even more limited. Of course, golfers can play the full 18, with
different tees coming into operation for much of the “back 9”.

We are a small but friendly club, with membership including active Ladies’ and Seniors’
sections and a number of junior golfers. Our teaching professional, Adam Baker, is active in
coaching all levels of golfer, from beginners and juniors to seniors, low and high handicappers
alike. He has a well-stocked shop, and is available to advise on club selection and fitting.

There is a popular bar as well as a dining area, both of which are available for private hire.
Full details of opening hours are published on our website www.woodfordgolf.co.uk, which
also contains details of tee availability times.

Outside tee closures for members-only competitions and interclub matches, there is no
booking system — it is easy just to turn up and play.

Visitors are most welcome. Green fee rates are reas onably priced, and include day
membership of the club and access to the bar and re  staurant.

In addition to full membership, we run various schemes — beginners, intermediate and
associate — for those golfers who may just play irregularly or who may be uncertain about
joining a golf club, for example. Details of all membership schemes are included in this
information pack, which is also available for download from our website.

Directions
From the North Circular (A406) , exit onto the A104 (direction Woodford/Epping). After
passing the Castle public house (branded as a Harvester) and a parade of shops, turn left
(one way) into High Elms, then turn right. The car park is in front of the school, opposite the
clubhouse.

From the M25, leave at junction 26. Take the A121 towards Loughton. Turn off at the Wake
Arms roundabout and onto the Epping New Road (A104). Continue south along the Epping
New Road (A104) until you reach the Green and then turn right into High Elms, then turn right
again. The car park is in front of the school, opposite the clubhouse.
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Let's be honest: one of the things that put people off about golf clubs is their perceived
formality and stuffiness. We hope that Woodford Golf Club is not like that, but there are some

things we insist on.
On the course
Epping Forest bye-laws require that all golfers wear a significant item of clothing (e.g. shirt,

jumper, trousers) which is bright red - either scarlet or pillar-box red. Golfers must also not
wear T-shirts, denim jeans, trainers or sports shoes on the course.

In the clubhouse

Except for formal occasions, dress code in the clubhouse is smart casual, but no golf shoes,
dirty clothing, or denim jeans.
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To play at Woodford, you have five options:

1) full 6- or 7-day membership;
2) intermediate membership;
3) associate membership;

4) beginners’ scheme

5) casual green fees.

Details of the first four are included in this information pack.

If you have never played the course before, why not just turn up and pay a green fee (subject
to tee closures — see Tee availability on our website www.woodfordgolf.co.uk or contact
Adam Baker, professional, on 020-8504-4254 or on his mobile 07734-928407. Current green
fee rates are:

Monday — Friday £18 for 18 holes, £12 for 9 holes
Saturday & Sunday £20 for 18 holes, £14 for 9 holes
(no Green Fees before 12.30 Saturday *)

Members’ guest prices £13 for 18 holes, £10 for 9 holes (one guest only per
member).
Juniors
(unaccompanied by a member)

weekdays £12 for 18 holes, £10 for 9

Saturday/Sunday £13 for 18 holes, £11 for 9
(accompanied by a member)

weekdays £10 for 18 holes, £8 for 9

Saturday/Sunday £10 for 18 holes, £8 for 9

* on non-competition days: on competition days, tee opening will be later

For the more regular golfer, one of the membership categories would be more suitable.

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Do you want to play golf? Are you a total beginner or do you need to
get your game into shape before joining a club?

Woodford Golf Club is launching a beginner membership scheme. It comprises 6 x 30 minute
lessons with our professional, Adam Baker, 10 x 9-hole rounds, and full use of our club
facilities, including the bar, and access to our good social calendar.

It costs £200 and is valid for 12 months from the date of joining.

At the end of that period, the professional will assess your game, with the options including
joining as a full 7- or 6-day member, becoming an intermediate member, or joining our
successful associate membership scheme, or having a further 12 months on this programme
on the same terms.

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What is Associate Membership?

Simply, it is an innovative scheme which allows you to become a member of our golf club as
cheaply as possible, allowing you to interact with the club as much or as little as you feel
comfortable with.

Objective of the scheme

For the club, the objective is to bring in new members, generally golfers who should
experience club golf, and to break down the myths about golf club membership.

At the same time, you are offered club membership where you decide to interact with the club
as much or as little as you wish, while offering you great value golf at discount rates.

The key for the associate member is value for money. £200 gives you golf club membership
and many of the benefits that come with it, and is completely redeemable by playing golf at
Woodford Golf Club. We hope you will interact with the club and find membership nothing
short of enjoyable, with the option of using the £200 as a season ticket for golf at discounted
rates completely at your disposal.

Why take up the membership?

From the simplicity of the application process to using the membership it offers the golfer
unparalleled value in golfing terms while including many features of full club membership.

The benefits to you

1) The £200 membership fee is completely redeemable, offering discounted rates of up to
35% compared to normal green fee rates, provided you use up your “season ticket” within 12
months of joining.

2) On becoming an associate member, you will be eligible for a bar card offering discounts on
all beverages purchased at the bar; don't forget the club’s facilities - including participation in
social events - will also be available to guests and family.

please note:
- this scheme is not available to past and present members of Woodford Golf Club within 3 years of
resigning membership
- the £200 membership fee is non-refundable
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How does it work?

Once you have paid the £200 membership, you will receive a membership pack, which will
include a bag tag showing your membership (which must be displayed at all times on the
course) and a club diary. You will be invited to an informal meeting with Adam, the club
professional, who will show you around the club. This will take no longer than 10 minutes, at a
time of your convenience.

You will now have £200 “credit” for playing golf, which will be debited, each time you play, by
the Members’ Guest Rate for green fees prevailing at the time of play (currently £13 for 18
holes, or £10 for 9 holes). Remember these are guest rates, saving up to 35% on regular
green fees. These rates may change during a membership period.

The procedure is simple: a phone call to or contact with the Pro Shop, before you play, so
your account can be updated.

Note: the £200 lasts up to one year from purchase or until the credit has been used up,
whichever is the sooner. At that point you can rejoin the scheme, or you could apply for full or
intermediate membership at any time.

The same restrictions on course availability apply as for regular green fees.

Upgrade to full membership/intermediate membership

It is always possible to upgrade to full or intermediate membership on payment of the
appropriate subscription for the balance of the playing year (currently the calendar year, for
full membership, or for 12 months for intermediate membership). Any credits outstanding

under the associate membership scheme can be used as part of that payment.

It is not possible to revert to associate member status, having been a full member, without a
3-year gap, but it is possible to go from intermediate to associate membership.
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Full membership of Woodford Golf Club provides a number of benefits. For the equivalent of
just under £76 a month — or a mere £8.76 a round if you play twice a week — you can play our
delightful woodland course as a 7-day member.

There is the opportunity to enter regular club competitions, to play in matches both home and
away against other local golf clubs, to obtain an official handicap, to eat in our restaurant and
to participate in the many and varied social activities arranged by the club.

In addition members can save appreciably on bar bills, for by using the club-issued swipe
card, members get around a 25% discount on normal beer, spirits and w  ine prices .

There is currently no entrance fee for membership. There are two main classes of
membership for both men and women and the 2010 subscription rates are:

7-day membership........... £911
6-day (Sunday-Friday)......£765

Country class membership (resident 50 miles or more from the club) is £75 annually, while
becoming a Social member of the club costs only £50.00 a year including VAT.

Junior membership costs £60 a year for Under-14s, £85 for Under-18s, £185 for Under-21s,
£300 for Under-24s, and £450 for Under-26s.

Adult full membership subscriptions may be paid by monthly instalments by
arrangement with the club Secretary

Remember: you do not have to have a handicap to become a member. As part of becoming a
member a handicap can be acquired.

Except for competition entry (and you are not forced to enter competitions — it is entirely up to
you), tee times are not bookable. As long as the tee is not closed — such as for a competition,
a club match, or certain Ladies or Seniors fixtures, for example — you can just turn up and
play. At certain times of the day there are usually a number of members who gather for a
friendly (yet often quietly competitive) round, over 9 or 18 holes.

On becoming a member, if you do not know any other members, we will arrange for you to

play with at least one other member of a similar level of golf as a way of introducing you to
both club and course (if you have not played it often or at all before).
